INSTRUCTIONS 

FOR 

WSMTA STATE RECITAL COMPETITION

There are to be NO competitions during the Educational Adjudications.

Finances (per diem, adjudicating fees) for all competitions are the responsibility of the Chapter/District.

Competitions must have taken place by April 20, of the current year.  

There are NO ties allowed – only one winner per representative allowed.   
Type or legibly print results on the Chapter’s State Recital Competition Results List.

Chapter Chairs must indicate with an asterisk (*) which students will actually represent the chapter at the recital during the state conference.  The WSMTA Vice-President in charge of the honors recitals WILL ONLY contact students the Chapter Chair has confirmed will attend.

WSMTA CONFERENCE RECITAL REPRESENTATIVES ARE LIMITED TO ONE PIECE THAT MUST BE PERFORMED IN FIVE MINUTES OR LESS.  Teachers should select a piece that fits within the time frame. Cuts are allowed.  Individual movements of suites, sonatas or other groupings by the same composer that can be performed as musical units themselves are permitted within the five-minute time limit.  

Any teacher whose student's performance exceeds 5 minutes at the State Conference Honors Recital will be disqualified from ENTERING ANY STUDENTS IN THE STATE RECITAL COMPETITION the following year.
The piece played or song sung in Competition need not be the same as the piece performed in the Educational Adjudications.  However, the piece that is selected at the WSMTA Conference Recital Competition is to be played in the WSMTA Conference Recital.

The “judge” may be from the Official Adjudicator list or any musician deemed qualified by the local Chapter.  

If an adjudicator judges for both the Chapter Educational Adjudications, and the Competition, the Competition must be held PRIOR to the adjudication.

Competitions may be held with or without written evaluations of performing students.

WSMTA accepts all persons without regard to race, sex, national origin, religious background, sexual orientation, or any other class not relevant to the purpose of the organization.

PIANO COMPETITIONS

Each Chapter will determine its procedure for selection of piano representatives for the State Recital.  All Representatives for the State Recitals must take part in the Educational Adjudications at Level IV, V, or VI, performing two pieces from memory, as described in the Adjudications Booklet.

Piano ensembles (one piano – 4 hands) will be included with piano solo competitions.  Piano Concerti are not eligible.






A student must perform two memorized solo pieces in the Chapter Educational Adjudications to qualify for the State Recital Competition (SRC). Chapters who hold their SRC prior to adjudications must withhold naming the SRC winners until adjudications are complete and it is determined that the winners actually performed two memorized pieces during the adjudication.  If the winners are named, they must be confirmed during their adjudication performance. If the SRC is held after the adjudications, the chapter competition chair must confirm that the entrants played two memorized pieces during adjudications. 

Memory is optional for competing ensembles that have performed in the Chapter Education Adjudications.

Competition entrants must be High School, age 19 and younger.

Representation for solo piano will be based on the following numbers of Upper Level (IV, V, and VI) entries in the Educational Adjudications.  Competition Chairs must verify the correct number of representatives with either the Chapter or the State Adjudications Chair.

NON-SOLO PIANO COMPETITIONS

All selection of Non-Solo Piano representatives to the State Recital will be handled at the District Level.  Each District is to decide if selection of Non-Solo Piano representatives to the State Recital will be by live or video/audio taped performance.  Selection process must be uniform throughout the District. Chapters with over 50 non-solo piano entrants in Adjudications should contact the State Adjudications Chair about possible chapter competitions.

Participation in the Upper Level, Educational Adjudications is required for all entrant categories. Open Instrumental ensembles, as described in the Adjudications Booklet, page 8, and Non-Piano ensembles are allowed. The ensembles must take part in the Educational Adjudications at Level II or III, which corresponds to Intermediate and Advanced Levels.  Ensemble music need not be memorized.   An ensemble of five or more students may be directed.

Vocal students must perform a minimum of two memorized solo pieces in Level V or VI in the Chapter Educational Adjudications to qualify for the State Recital Competition.  

Brass, String and Woodwind soloists must perform two solo pieces at Level IV, V or VI in the Chapter Educational Adjudications. Memorization is not required, but WSMTA recommends memorization of both pieces.

District Non-Solo Piano representatives will be based on the following total number of Non-Solo Piano entries in Educational Adjudications.  Competition Chair must verify the correct number of representatives with the State Adjudications Chair.
