Clara Schumann’s Concerto in A Minor
with JoAnn Falletta and the Women’s
Philharmonic; four Spanish concerti with
Han’s Graf and the Calgary Philharmonic,
and both Shostakovich concerti with Mar-
io Bernardi and the CBC Radio Orchestra.
In the Fall of 2006, an all-Chopin recital
CD for Universal was released. Angela
Cheng was the 1986 Gold Medal winner at
the Arthur Rubinstein International Piano

Masters Competition as well as the first
Canadian to win the prestigious Montreal
International Piano Competition in 1988.
In the same year, the Canada Council
awarded Ms. Cheng its coveted Career
Development Grant, for her outstanding
interpretations of Mozart, she received
the Medal of Excellence at the Mozarteum
in Salzburg in 1991. Ms. Cheng appears
regularly on recital series throughout the
U.S. and Canada.

Your Chapter Chair will contact me
and let me know which date your testing
will be on and I will send the testing CD’s
to them. If you need help or have any
questions you can contact your ME Chair
or send me a quick email and I will be
happy to help in any way I can.

In preparation for a new school and
studio year, I like to add to my enthus-
iasm for teaching in all the usual ways,
planning fun things for our group lessons,
something to focus on for the studio year
and looking through the music to plan
Ribbon Festival pieces and adjudication
pieces to fit specific students. But in addi-
tion to these things I like to play through
music, read through notes I have taken at
workshops and conferences, and read
books that are connected to music.

My friend Harriet sent me an e-mail
about a musical savant by the name of
Derek Paravacini.  Apparently he had
been on some of the TV programs with
interviews, but I had not seen them. After
going to the link and watching it, I search-
ed the other sites with his name and was
very interested in learning more. Harriet
also loaned me the book written by his
teacher, Adam Ockerman. It is titled "In
the Key of Genius". It is about DereK’s life
and learning. As I read the book, not only
was | fascinated by the subject, but be-
hind that was another story, the story of
the teacher. He did not put the focus on
himself but his teaching could not be hid-
den, it was written there between the
lines of the story. The number one thing I
noticed was that the teaching was match-
ed to how the student could work, not
having the student conform to the teach-
ing style. The opportunities for Derek to
perform and share his musical talent
were also addressed in the book. There
was as much preparation as possible,
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since no one knew exactly how a savant
might react to lights, people, and situa-
tions. Derek has the ability to listen to
something and play it. That includes do-
ing so in other styles and keys. There is

great music played even with flat fingers
and some rather unorthodox fingering. It
was a great book to read, in fact I had a
hard time putting it down. It was also a
great motivator to be a better teacher

myself.

Another book I read was "Romance on
Three Legs", by Katie Hafner. This is the
story of Glenn Gould’s search for the per-
fect piano. This was another interesting
read. It was especially meaningful to me
since our chapter has been involved in
fund raising and looking for a piano to
buy. When Glenn Gould was experiencing
fame, I was busy having and caring for ba-

bies so I did not pay a whole lot of atten-
tion beyond hearing about him and his ec-
centricities.  After reading the book, I
watched several documentaries and
listened to some of his performances.
Wow! His playing of Bach was incredible!
That was the favorite of the music I
listened to.
